The five District Supervisors also serve as the Board of Directors of the
Sonoma County Water Agency, the Sonoma County Agricultural Preservation and Open Space District, County of
Sonoma Public Financing Authority, and County of Sonoma Public Financing Corporation, and as the Board of
Commissioners of the Community Development Commission. Each of the foregoing entities is a separate and distinct
legal entity.
