Be It Further Resolved that in all other respects, Ordinance No. 6480,
adopting new fees and adjusting fees effective July 1, 2024, and any fee
modifications established by subsequent resolution, shall remain in full force and
effect.

Be It Further Resolved that if any section, subsection, sentence, clause or
phrase of this resolution is for any reason held to be unconstitutional or otherwise
invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portion of this
resolution.
